Electronic identification devices, or eIDs, contain microchips that provide a unique identifier 
for each animal when scanned. This allows for the individual identification and electronic 
recording of each animal's journey from birth to processing, making it quicker and more 
accurate to trace the movement of sheep and goats throughout the market chain.

The implementation of eIDs enables more precise tracking by allowing individual animals to 
be traced rather than just mobs or consignments. While electronic tagging of cattle has been 
mandatory in Australia since 2005, sheep and goats are currently identified through a visual 
ear tag system in all Australian jurisdictions except Victoria.

The adoption of mandatory electronic identification (eID) for sheep and goats aims to 
enhance traceability practices, enabling more efficient management of disease outbreaks, 
food safety issues, and market access.

On 9 September 2022, Australian agriculture ministers agreed on a National Implementation 
Plan for the nationwide rollout of sheep and goat eID tagging and tracing, which will com-
mence on 1 January 2025.



Open- The Queensland Sheep and Goat eID Assistance 
Package offers funding to eligible sheep and goat 
producers, sale yards, processors, and livestock agents.

Open - The NSW Government has announced a tag discount 
program to support sheep and farmed goat producers as the 
industry transitions to electronic identification (eID) tags 
starting 1 January 2025.

This program offers discounts on NLIS-accredited white eID 
devices, including both eID tags and leg bands, when 
purchased from retailers or manufacturers.

Discount duration: 1 November 2024 to 31 October 2025 
or until funds are exhausted.

ACT

Closed - The ACT Government offered a 50% rebate 
for equipment to assist eligible ACT Primary Producers 
to transition to mandatory electronic identification 
(eID) tagging for sheep and goats within the ACT.

Some ACT primary producers were eligible for the 
rebate which supplemented the cost of purchasing and 
installing eID related equipment.

Applications closed on 31 May 2024. 

This scheme was designed to support infrastructure purchases and installation only, not 
ongoing expenses or tags

     Key dates for

     livestock owners

1 January 2025
• It will no longer be acceptable to use visual tags to identify sheep and farmed goats 

born after 1 January 2025.

• It will be mandatory for all sheep and farmed goats born on or after 1 January 2025 to 
be identified with an approved species-specific NLIS eIDs to comply with state and 
territory regulatory requirements.

1 January 2027
• From 1 January 2027, only approved species-specific NLIS eIDs will be permitted to 

identify all sheep and farmed goats. The use of eID is mandatory from this date in all 
states and territories.
